Library Exhibit of FGM

As you walk through Reed
Library in April and May you
may see some images that shock
you, or maybe they will not. That
may depend on how much you

know about female genital
mutilation.
Female Genital Mutilation

(FGM) is a cultural practice that
involves the cutting of the female
genitals, from cutting the clitoris
to the vaginal lips with a sharp
object. In some areas of Africa a
more severe procedure is carried
out that involves sewing that
vagina shut after removing the
clitoris and labia minora, leaving
only a small hole (this is called
infibulation). This  procedure
usually takes place without any
anesthesia and without sterile
conditions.

FGM is often seen as a rite of
passage for women, and while it
leads to severe health risks it is a
cultural  practice that has
continued to occur in many
African countries. Recently the
state government in Nigeria
passed a bill to outlaw the
practice of FGM, and many
NGO’s and women’s health
organizations anticipate similar
reactions from other
governments.

While articles may be written
on this practice or even
highlighted in plays such as The
Vagina Monologues (“Not-So-
Happy-Fact”), it is an issue that
needs to be addressed in a more
accessible and universal form.
The African country of Nigeria
has over 250 languages spoken
within its borders, and that is

only one country in which FGM is
practiced. Language in itself may
be a barrier when trying to
educate men and women on the
dangers of the practice of FGM
simply because of the number of
languages spoken. It is also
difficult to discuss FGM because it
is such a deeply ingrained cultural
practice, and often women are the
ones who carry out the act on their
own daughters.

Much of the conversations
regarding FGM are taking place in
European and North American
communities ~ where  African
women have immigrated to.

According to Joy Keshi Walker,
a Nigerian campaigner against
FGM, using art is a way to cross
over the barriers of language
while also  educating and
encouraging those who may not
have otherwise known what FGM
was or the vast impact it is having
on thousands of women every
day.

The exhibit in Reed Library is
the culmination of a large number
of Nigerian artists, sculptors and
painters who were commissioned
by Walker. Their works were
originally displayed in the Goethe
Institute in Lagos in 1998. Since
then the exhibit has been shown in
over 70 German cities as well as
Switzerland, Italy and Britain.

The exhibit present on our
campus was made possible
through funding by the Women’s
Studies Program and the work of
Julie Hoen-Bezek, CEASE Grant
Coordinator.

Clothesline Project

The Clothesline Project is an annual
event sponsored by the Women's
Student Union in order to raise
awareness of violence against women
as well as offering a way for campus
members to speak out or even share
their own experiences.

The Clothesline Project began in
1990 on Cape Cod, Massachusetts in
order to address the issue of violence
against women. People affected by
the violence could decorate a shirt
and then hang it on a clothesline as a
testimony to others of the violence
they had endured. The shirts used in
the Clothesline Project are color
coded to represent specific forms of
abuse:

White represents women who died
because of violence.

Yellow or beige represents battered
or assaulted women.

Red, pink and orange are for
survivors of rape or sexual assault.

Blue and green represent survivors of
sexual abuse or incest.

Purple or lavender represents
women attacked because of their
sexual orientation.

Black is for women attacked for
political reasons.

March 26 - The Jewish Theological Seminary, the Conservative Movements flagship Rabbinical school,
announced that it is changing its policy on accepting and ordaining openly Gay and Lesbian Jews. This
came after much debate in the Conservative Movement as a whole about its policies on Gay and Lesbian
ordination. The Committee on Jewish Law and Standards of the Conservative Movement late last year sent
down two different options for the Conservative Movement on the ordination of Gay and Lesbian Jews. It
stated that it is up to the individual synagogue and Rabbinical and Cantorial school whether to accept Gay
and Lesbian students and subsequently Rabbi’s and Cantor’s. The Reform and Deconstructionist
Movements have allowed Gay and Lesbian students and ordination for many years; the Orthodox
Movement does not ordain Gay men or any women.

April 15 - Jews around the world stopped to remember the six million Jews and five million others who
perished during the Holocaust. As the eleven-million victims are remembered, we also remember those
who survived. We stop to listen to their stories of survival, of courage and of despair. Each day, we lose
more and more of these amazing and inspiring people, and as we do, their story cannot be lost. Each day
we must remember the Holocaust, the Shoah in Hebrew, and we cannot let it happen again. Yom Hashoah,
a Day of Remembrance.

April 16 - Since the last Congressional Election, more Jews than ever represent their districts and states to
the Federal Government. Of the 100 U.S. Senators, thirteen are Jewish (that’s 13%) and of the 435 U.S.
Congresspersons, twenty-nine are Jewish (that’s 6%). If you look at those numbers, you would assume that
Jews are a very large portion of this country. You would be wrong. Jews make up about one-percent of the
United States population. While there has never been a Jewish President, Jews have held some of the top
jobs in Government including, Chief Justice and Associate Justices on the United States Supreme Court,
NATO Commander in Chief, Ambassadors, and Members of Presidential Cabinets, among others.
